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3 Executive summary of proposal and assessment

Background & Amendment
The Shire of Kojonup (The Shire) own a sheep saleyard and holding facility in Kojonup. The facility
has a capacity to hold up to 8,000 sheep at any one time and is currently used up to four times per
year for sales by independent selling agents, as well as being used as a temporary holding area by
transporters and farmers in between sales.

The Shire provides a truck wash adjacent to the saleyards, which is available to all livestock
transporters who obtain an “Avdata” key enabling access to the truck wash 24 hours per day.
Wastewater from the truck wash is collected in a sump and then pumped through a screen and into a
private sewer line, for which the Shire have an Industrial Waste Permit with Water Corporation. Solid
wastes are currently stockpiled on site and are routinely removed by the local District High School for
use in their operations (work farm, etc.).

The Shire requested an amendment to the Works Approval in April 2015 to allow for an increase to
the width of the settling pond banks and minor changes to the ponds' location and plumbing
installation. None of the proposed changes alter the volumetric capacity or functional design of the
ponds and therefore no reassessment of emissions or discharges has been undertaken as part of this
amendment.

DER licensing/approvals
The saleyards facility is not currently licensed by DER for emissions; despite having an animal
holding capacity beyond the trigger level of 10 000 animals per year and therefore being a prescribed
activity under category 55 of Schedule 1 of the Environmental Protection Regulations 1987. Despite
the operation of the facility for at least 50 years, DER has only become aware of the capacity of the
facility and the status of activities being prescribed, through contact with the Shire of Kojonup in 2014.

A licence may be required for emissions from the prescribed premises, should it continue to be
operated. Additionally, while operational at the prescribed level, the premises will be subject to
restrictions as to changes in accordance with section 53 of the Environmental Protection Act 1986
and may therefore require a works approval for certain changes or upgrades to the premises.

This assessment relates to an application for a works approval for changes to the premises involving
the installation of two settling ponds for the treatment of wastewater from the truck wash prior to
discharge to the sewer. The premises is not yet licensed for normal operating emissions; however this
will also be resolved in due course.

Premises Location
The truck wash and saleyards are located on two adjoining lots being, Lot 3 Blackwood Road and Lot
1 Soldier Road within the Kojonup town site. The premises is located within an existing Water
Corporation odour buffer and the land is zoned “Public Purposes” in the Shire of Kojonup's Town
Planning Scheme No. 3. The land is bordered by land zoned “Public Purposes”, "Rural’, “Industry”
and "Recreation”.

The truck wash is located approximately 100m south of the existing Water Corporation wastewater
treatment ponds. There is a creek line approximately 60m west from the proposed ponds and
approximately 150m north of the proposed ponds (on the other side of the waste water treatment
ponds).

The nearest residence is located on adjacent Rural zoned land approximately 116m away from the
proposed ponds and approximately 87.5m from the premises boundary. The next nearest sensitive
receptor is a dwelling within the adjoining Industrial zoned area, approximately 250m from the
premises boundary.
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There are currently no groundwater bores on site or on adjoining land and no accurate information
available on the level or condition of the groundwater under the site. The nearest Public Drinking
Water Source Area (PDWSA) Katanning is located at least 40km north east of the site.

Proposal
To assist to reduce the spikes in bacteriological loading at the wastewater treatment plant and to
meet the trade waste discharge criteria issued by the Water Corporation, the Shire is proposing to
install two settling ponds. The pre-treatment process will be as follows:
1. Effluent from the wash down ramp will be collected in the waste collector ramp with the lowest
(northern) part being utilised as the pump sump
2. A coarse screen is in place between the ramp and sump
3. A transfer pump (automatic) lifts the effluent onto the contra-sear static “run down” effluent
screen
4. The effluent screen separates the suspended solids
5. Suspended solids are deposited in a reinforced concrete solids discharge hopper,
incorporating a drainage grate from which any excess seepage is returned to the pump sump.
(Suspended solids are allowed to dry prior to disposal).
6. The screened effluent is conveyed to the settling ponds
7. The effluent will travel through the settling ponds and discharge into the Water Corporation’s
waste water treatment plant by gravity

From the Water Corporation Industrial Waste monitoring data (sampling/flow measurement) the
suggested loading is 870mg/L BOD and 6.9 kL/d, annual averages. These waste volumes have been
cross referenced with the truck wash water consumption charges obtained through user Avdata
records. The ponds have been sized by Opus International Consultants, using the Mara method for
pond mid-depth surface area with a mean average of 10 degrees for both ponds during winter.

The inlet to the ponds will incorporate manual gate valves. During the winter period (May to October)
both ponds will be operated in parallel. In summer (assumed average temperature of 20°C) a single
pond will be sufficient for average load, allowing a pond to be taken offline for de-sludging during
summer. Access has been provided for which allows a bobcat or similar to be used to clean the
ponds. It is proposed that the ponds will be fenced to prevent uncontrolled access and that there will
be a visual layer before the liner to alert plant operators that they are approaching the liner during
maintenance/cleaning. The ponds have been designed with an appropriate sized overflow with a
freeboard level of 0.5m for each pond. Based on historical usage, the average total inflow is
approximately 6kL/day. Each pond has a capacity of approximately 100kL (not including freeboard).
With a design detention of 6 days, the inflow into a pond is approximately 18kL.

The rainfall on the pond plan area (i.e. rainfall captured within the ponds) and the truck wash bay area
(i.e. hardstand areas) during a 1 in 10 year extreme rainfall event (40mm/hour) is approximately 10kL
and 4kL respectively. This corresponds to an outlet rate (inflow and rainfall combined) of SL/s;
however the outlet pipe capacity is 50L/s and therefore is considered sufficiently sized to cater for a 1
in 10 year 24 hour storm event (i.e. 40mm/hour rainfall intensity). Based on the Shire of Kojonup's
rainfall data from BOM and the Shire's waste volumes, there shall be sufficient short term
(stormwater) and long term (waste) storage within the proposed two ponds.

A sample point and flow meter have been provided on the downstream side of the ponds to monitor
water quality entering the Water Corporation system and also to measure volumes. The Shire has
had clay from a nearby Shire site tested and received satisfactory plasticity results in keeping with the
Department of Water's Water Quality Protection Note 27 Liners for containing pollutants, using
engineered soils therefore a clay liner sourced from the nearby site will be used instead of a pre-
made product.
